Application Note: when spraying aerosols apply multiple light
coats to avoid runs, begin and end coats beyond the edge of the
item being sprayed. Aerosols have an optimum operating
temperature of between 15-30°C, use outside this temperature
range may inhibit spray efficiency. Try to avoid spraying in cold
and high humidity conditions. Ensure the aerosol is shaken
thoroughly before use. Spray at a distance of 30cm from the
object to be sprayed and use slow even strokes. After spraying
invert the aerosol and spray until clear gas escapes to avoid
blockages.
